Requirements: LLL 600 "Current Issues in Languages, Literatures, and Linguistics" (2 hrs.); LLL 607 "Research Methods in LLL" (3 hrs.), demonstration of proficiency in a second language (e.g., Spanish or English), and successful completion of comprehensive examinations.
Additional Requirements: 3 hours in either LLL590 “Language Teaching Methods” or LING 619 “Studies in Linguistics: Teaching Methods”, and 24 hours from graduate courses in Spanish.   For students who want to complete the program in 2 years, 6 of the 24 hours must be done in graduate Spanish Study Abroad courses (available in numerous countries).  Also, nine (9) hours may be transferred from another approved graduate program.

Graduate courses in Spanish include the following:

History of the Spanish Language, Spanish Phonetics , Spanish Conversation and Civilization, Spanish Culture , Advanced Translation in Spanish , Survey of Spanish American Literature, Spanish American Culture, Spanish American Novel, Spanish American Poetry, Spanish American Drama, The Spanish American Short Story, Golden Age Drama and Poetry, Golden Age Novel, Spanish Romanticism, Spanish Prose and Poetry of the 20th Century, Spanish Postwar Theater, Advanced Spanish Grammar, Spanish Poetry to the Golden Age, U.S. Hispanic Literature and Culture
