Learn  a Critical-Need Language





The Department of State Critical Language Scholarships will provide funding for U.S. citizen undergraduate, Masters and Ph.D. students to participate in beginning, intermediate and/or advanced level summer language programs (7-11 weeks) in Arabic, Bangla/Bengali, Chinese, Hindi, Korean, Persian, Punjabi, Russian, Turkish, and Urdu for Summer 2008.. Recipients will be expected to continue their language study beyond the scholarship period and later apply their critical language skills in their professional careers. Applicants must be U.S. citizens either currently enrolled in at the undergraduate (but with first year completed by summer) or graduate level or have graduated from an undergraduate or graduate program no more than 2 years ago (May 2006).   All program costs are covered for participants, including travel, orientation, visa fees, room, board, etc. (but not U.S. passport fees).  On-Line Application must be submitted by January 25, 2008.
