Dr. Carmen Montañez went to Mexico with seven undergraduate students and 3 graduate students for 4 weeks.  The classes were held at Kukulcan in Cuernavaca.  The graduate students had the opportunity to do research about the myths and legends of Cuernavaca, and they interviewed 210 persons and they met a few authors and people that deal with Cuernavacan culture and history.
