IFCB ARTICLE 5, CHAPTER 2: DRY RUSH
A. Definitions:

I. A potential shall be any non-Greek, male, undergraduate student.

II. A potential does not fall under the Greek classification until after initiation.

III. Dry Rush shall be the non-providing of any form of alcoholic beverages by a chapter member, chapter alumni, or other individual to a potential during the set period.

B. Period:

I. Dry Rush shall begin upon the opening of the residence halls for the semester.

II. Dry Rush shall end three weeks after the opening of the residence halls, if this period ends on a Saturday or Sunday then dry rush shall be carried on to Monday.

III. Each fraternity shall be given this policy and shall sign a voucher verifying the receipt.  

IV. During the dry rush period, any fraternity or fraternity members hosting an event must follow Dry Rush Rules, including satellite houses, lodges, etc.
C. Enforcement:

I. At least three IFC representatives (IFC Executive officers, Advisors, or Justices) may attend any function, at any time to check for policy violations.
II. The chapter presidents will be contacted before the IFC officials enter the host location. 
III. If a President is unreachable, a chapter Executive officer will be contacted. If a chapter Executive officer fails to be present at the time of inspection, or denies entry, the chapter will be fined and/or penalized at the discretion of the IFC Judicial Board, or the ISU Student Judicial office.
IV. The IFC officials are to be accompanied by an Executive officer present at time of arrival, and will be checking for risk management violations:
i. No kegs, bottles, open source, or hard liquor.

ii. Security.

iii. Cleanliness of area outside and inside of chapter facility.
D. Complaints:

I. Any violations must be reported to the IFC Chief Justice, the IFC Advisor, or the IFC President. The identity of the information source may be kept anonymous. Any individual may file a violation.  Complaints must be reported during the hours of 9 a.m. to 11 p.m. unless deemed an emergency.
II. The IFC Judicial Board will review the information, and file formal charges if needed. Upon the filing of formal charges, the IFC court may request persons or documents if needed.

III. A complaint must contain the following:

i. The date of the violation.
ii. The name of the fraternity in violation.

iii. Details of the violation.
iv. Complaints must be filed in writing, no signature required.
v. Include any valid proof of an event (i.e.pictures).
E. Penalty:

I. Any fraternity found guilty of violating this policy is subject to any or all of the following.

i. Loss of IFC voting rights for the semester in which the violation occurs.

ii. A formal letter sent to Inter/National Headquarters.

iii. A minimum of five hours of community service for each active member.

iv. Fines not to exceed $500.

II. Any fraternity found guilty of violating this policy more than once, within a semester period is subject to any penalties mentioned in penalty Section E, Article 1, as well as the following:

i. A second formal letter sent to Inter/National Headquarters, recommending disciplinary action.

ii. Fines not to exceed $1000

iii. Prohibited from participating in Intramurals

iv. Social Probation

III. Any Violations of this policy will result in a judicial record placed in the fraternities permanent record file in the SAO office and will have a file placed on record with the University Judicial system.
